his recital comprises songs and arias of the traditional Western recital world intermingled with examples of Russian and Chinese songs and arias. Does the music of Russia and China show a “western” influence? And, to what extent has the East influenced Western music? 
Certainly, the music of Russia from the romantic era shows a particularly western leaning as is evident in the harmonic and melodic textures of the music of Glinka, Rachmaninoff, and Tchaikovsky. Indeed, the latter two composers were internationally celebrated in their time and greatly influenced the progress of western music. 
The songs emerging from modern China reveal the influence of the West in the harmonic structure of their scoring, while still retaining those distinct elements of a Chinese “sound.” Particularly notable is the use of the pentatonic scale throughout. Also, the handling of grace notes in the vocal line of Chinese music is quite unique and differs from Italian ornamentation found in the works of Scarlatti, Caldara, Giordani, and Paisiello. However, the music of the West has made its mark in the East. Young children in China are taught songs of Schubert in their native Chinese language—we will hear two examples today. And, Broadway musicals are popular around the world (examples will follow of that, as well!).
